authorities having jurisdiction as of the date it is delivered to CARRIER, and shall be maintained
as such throughout the term of this Lease.

2) INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR further warrants and represents that the driver(s) he shall
supply to perform services for CARRIER shall be properly licensed and qualified under all
applicable laws and regulations throughout the period of this Lease.

VI. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE EXPENSES

The CARRIER agrees to exercise due
diligence in making such decisions and settlements.

RULES OF CONDUCT FOR ALL DRIVERS UNDER THIS LEASE AGREMENT

f) Check-In: All drivers must check in at 9:00 AM, Noon and 6:00 pm each day to report
their location, expected delivery times and any problems encountered since the last
check-in. A voice message must be left if no one is in the office, and no problems have

occurred.

Failure to call in twice a day will lead to a fine of $50 for each truck, or $25 per each driver

per day.
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2) Driver Vehicle Inspection: All drivers must complete a Pre-Trip Inspection and make a Post-
Trip Vehicle Inspection on the tractor and the trailer, according to D.O.T. regulations. National
Express Transport, Inc. must be informed of any problems noticed during the Pre-Trip
inspection and/or Post-Trip Inspection. In case of any truck or trailer equipment failures, the
Company must be informed immediately 24 hours a day. The Company will not acknowledge
any actions taken by the driver prior to informing the Company and any equipment damage due
to neglect of the driver will be considered the responsibility of the driver, and will not be paid by
the Company.

No vehicle/equipment is to be operated without full driver satisfactory inspection.

3) Cargo: If a load requires refrigeration, the driver must check the condition of the trailer every
eight (8) hours, including temperatures required by the shipper, and fuel level in the trailer. The
Company will not be held responsible for damaged cargo, due to negligence or improper
inspection of driver. Any deducted charges against cargo liability will be withheld from
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR'S settlement. It is driver's responsibility to overview and
inspect cargo loading and unloading as well as securing of the cargo.

4) Logbooks: All drivers are required to keep a logbook up-to-date for each portion of a trip.
Driver is to send to the office original copies of logbooks every week, not longer than 13 days.
Logbooks are to be kept on file according to D.O.T. regulations. The driver, not the Company,
will pay any logbook violations. If a truck is ordered Out of Service due to a logbook violation,
each driver will be fined $50 by the Company. If a load is not picked up or delivered late due to
Police Order or any other reason, unless approved by the shipper and receiver, all late charges
incurred by Company will be withheld from INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR'S settlement.

5) Loading: All drivers must inspect the loading of a trailer, where allowed, and check weight at
the nearest scale. If the load appears to be overweight, the driver must inform Company
immediately by phone, and return to original loading area for proper weights. The Company will
not pay Citations due to overweight violations.

6) Load inspection: During loading, the driver must pay attention to the condition of the load,
and number of pallets placed on the trailer. All drivers are required to provide complete
protection and safety of the load properly using load locks.

If the driver observes any damage such as bad condition of the product, broken boxes, spilling
etc., the driver should stop the loading process and immediately inform National Express
Transport, Inc. If National Express Transport, Inc. approves damaged load, the driver must note
the damage on the Bill of Lading, and request the signature of the shipper’s representative, as
proof and acknowledgement of previous damage to the load.

7) Be professional: At all times, drivers must be courteous and respect all rules and regulations
of our customers, other drivers, and offices of all regulatory agencies.

8) Cause for immediate discharge includes the following:

- Dishonesty

- Immoral conduct while on duty

- Fighting

- Possession of narcotics, or being under the influence of alcohol while on duty

- Failure to immediately report an accident which results in injury or property damage
- $ailtf.ttre to carry out instructions or a direct order of a supervisor

- Participating in any activities that interfere with Company operation
